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Coaches’ Corner 

December proved to be an extremely busy month!  We had 4 swim meets scheduled for that 

month.  The weekend of Dec. 7-9, I attended a short course senior sectional meet at Mt. Hood.  

This was the first meet held under the bubble, which is now covering the 50 meter outdoor pool.  

The pool is fast—really deep and great gutters.  The meet was pretty small (a little over 200 

swimmers), but very competitive.  It was great to attend a prelim/finals meet this early in the 

season.  Jessica Bottelberghe made the ―B‖ finals in 4 of her events and the ―C‖ finals in her 

other event.  Nikki Cannon made the ―B‖ finals in both of her backstroke events.  Kate Duvall 

made the ―C‖ final in her 100 backstroke and had best times on 2 of our 3 relays.  Katie Odiorne 

helped us out on the 800 freestyle and 400 medley relays and Shelby Allman helped out on the 

400 freestyle relay.  Both the 800 free and the 400 free relays scored points.  It turned out to be a 

pretty good meet this early in the season, especially since all of these girls competed for their 

high schools at the state championship meet. 

 

The next weekend I took a group of 7 swimmers to Corvallis for the CAT Senior Open.  Cassi 

and Mary had a big group of swimmers at the Tigard/Tualatin Holiday Invitational.  Two 

weekends later we had 11 swimmers attend the Canby Animal or Animal Junior meet.  

Swimmers in this meet swam the 200 fly, 1000 free, 400 IM or the 100 fly, 500 free, 200 IM.  

All swimmers swam all three events and the times were totaled with just one winner (one 

male/one female) for each meet.  It is definitely a challenge, but one our swimmers have fun 

with. 

 

VSC had 5 swimmers take part in the Canby Ford Mile Invitational on Saturday, November 17
th

.  

Katie Odiorne swam her first mile in competition and found that it gets a LOT harder after the 

first 500!   Bryan Stebbins dropped 30 seconds!  Nathan Schurman dropped 48 seconds!   

 

On Sunday November 18
th

 VSC had 4 swimmers recognized at the Oregon Swimming Top 5 

ceremony held at the Multnomah Athletic Club.  Congratulations to Olivia Cox, Alyssa Manlow, 

Nikki Cannon and Jessica Bottelberghe! 

 

It was great to see such a large turnout for our Holiday party on December 6
th

.  The venue was 

great, the food was tasty and the entertainment was very enjoyable.  I think it’s great that our 

swimmers are not afraid to perform their talents in front of such a large group of people, and that 

their peers are so supportive of their talents. 

 

This is a busy time of the year and it is easy to become distracted from your goals.  Keep your 

eye on the prize!  February/March will be here before you know it along with all of our 

championship meets.  

 All Friday practices for the month of December will be at Marshall Center.  Hough swimmers 

are welcome to come from 5-6 p.m. or from 4-5 p.m.
